HIGHWAY

Pat Stickland discussed the current bridge project 467ttt Ave north of Wilmot (55-
180-354). The work is almost complete and Stickland requested partial payment be made to
the contractor. Motion by Zempel, seconded by Heinecke to pay Midwest Contracting LLC
$140,245.20. All voted aye, motion carried.

Stickland had also received confirmation that bridge structures #55-181-170 on 117th
St. over Jim Creek and #55-140-397 on Co. Rd #16 have been denied funding at this time.
Will reapply at a later date for next years funding opportunity.

Wetland mitigation credits must be paid when 0.3 or more acres are disturbed while
replacing/repairing a bridge. These credits (24,900.00/acre) are determined by the Army
Corps of Engineers and DENR, and are paid through Ducks Unlimited-South Dakota in-lieu
fee program.

COURT SECURITY GRANT

Kraig Archer discussed with the Commission the need for an additional security
button at the States Attorney’s office which is a cost of $1,044.09. This will also be
included in the grant which is reimbursed 75%.

LANDFILL

Jamie Dahl-Landfill Mgr. discussed the current receivables, upcoming inspection
with DANR and the possibility of recycling cardboard.
